Improvement Table

Category Evaluation

The category evaluation is an average of the Overall Evaluation of the measures that make up the category. For the purpose of the
calculation, consider an Overall Evaluation of Excellent to be 2, Good to be 1, Acceptable to be 0, Issue to be -1, and Concern to be -2. The
simple average (mean) of these values rounded to the nearest integer produces the Category Evaluation value. This is converted back to a
colour using the same scale above (e.g. 2=Excellent, 1=Good, O=Intermediate, -1=Issue, -2=Concern).

Highlights

New Initiative Development

As the school continued to experience low enroliment, it became apparent that being small and
caring and highly flexible wasn’'t enough anymore to be successful in the highly competitive
private school market that Calgary has grown to be. The past few years saw us focusing
primarily on marketing, but that too, hasn’t seemed to be enough to bring in more students and
have them stay. Fortunately, one of our new staff hires came with a school/business
development background and got us started on a new initiative that would allow us to offer
something exciting that no one else is offering in the province. It is a concept that has proven
successful in the states and supports students learning in the community. It is a direct
extension of our existing philosophy and gives us something to market besides being small,
caring and flexible.

This past year saw our entire staff involved in the preliminary planning and the policy
development that will support the implementation of the new initiative in the 09/10 school year.
Three members of the administrative team visited The Met School in Providence Rhode Island
to obtain ideas, resources and support for such an implementation. A number of teachers
embarked on a cross subject/cross grade analysis of the provincial program of studies with the
goal of reducing the redundancies and of linking concepts in order to improve efficiency in the
delivery of the program. Better efficiency thereby opens up time within a student’s day/year to
go out into the community and participate in real world endeavors. This learning in the
community would not only address curricular outcomes and tie into what the student is learning
in the classroom, but it would also go beyond the curriculum to provide a more relevant and
enriched educational experience that would provide our students with a valuable advantage as
they go on into post secondary schooling or the work force.

Alberta Initiative for School Improvement

This year was our second and final year of our reading literacy project. The funds from this
project were used to allow for more one-on-one reading time between struggling students and
our teacher newly trained in the methods of the Calgary Reading Foundation. These students
were highly successful in improving reading skill, as too were all of our students in grades 1-3
under this teacher’s regular tutelage. We also used some of the funds to broaden our library
materials in areas identified by teachers and students as lacking (magazines, non-fiction, teen
fiction, graphic novels).

Activity Highlights

With three lovely young ladies graduating this year, we experienced an abundance of enjoyable
fundraising activities that got the whole school involved. The graduates were auctioned off to
the highest bidder, which resulted in a number of parents obtaining free babysitting or free
labour as well as our library being painted. There was a very lively pie throwing contest and an
event that allowed anyone with a loonie to buy a vote to have one of our male teachers wear a
tacky prom dress for a day.

We also saw a number of charity-focused events, such as when a teacher and a high school
student were arrested for Jail and Bail, a fundraiser for the Cancer Society. The Life Bus came
and picked up a number of teachers and students to take them to donate blood. We continued
our campaign to collect items for the Inn From the Cold at Christmas and to collect change for
the Sud Academy.

An event that was started this year and that we hope becomes an annual part of our school year
was the Calgary Marathon. Almost a third of our school population participated in one of the
runs offered on what turned out to be a beautiful spring day.

For the second year in a row, Banbury hosted Alfie Kohn, a renowned author and speaker on
parenting and progressive education. Held at the University of Calgary, this speaking
engagement sells out to a few hundred people and is a successful fundraiser and marketing tool
for the school. We are looking forward to the third one in the new school year in a larger venue
for a larger audience.

Lower Staff Turnover

This year was the first year in many that we started in September with only one new member of
staff. It was a welcomed situation to be able to more or less continue where we left off in June
and not have to start over again with the basics. Unfortunately, through the course of the year
we would need to replace two more teachers. This, however, is still fewer than in the past few
years. We also celebrated a marginal increase to all teachers’ salaries.

Bursaries

Thanks to a generous grant donated by the Optimist Club of Calgary, we were able to offer
some bursaries to help cover tuition costs for six students. These students’ families
demonstrated that they could not cover the entire tuition amount but that their children highly
benefitted from our program.

ESL

We had a great group of ESL students this year, both in the elementary grades and the senior
grades. With many of them only here for a year or less, our ESL teacher saw that they
experienced Calgary and area in it’s finest by taking them on an abundance of field trips and
experiences. All of them gained English speaking proficiency and returned home with fond
memories. There were special friendships made with our regular students and they are missed.

Performance Measure Results

Note about surveys:

The 008/09 year was the first year that Alberta Education has conducted their own surveys on
our students, teachers and parents. Therefore, there are no recorded results from previous
years. Students and teachers filled out the survey, online, at school. Parent surveys were
unfortunately mailed to homes and were required to fill them out and return them in the mail.
Although we had nearly 100% participation from students and teachers, we have no results from
parents as there were fewer than 6 that responded. This is unfortunate.

As a small school, it is very important to remember that the surveys completed at Banbury
generally consist of only a few people even with 100% participation (approx 12 teachers and 20
students). Overall percentages can be influenced, quite dramatically, by just one person.
Therefore, the validity of overall results may be questionable because of these small numbers;
however, the feedback we receive from these surveys is still valuable.

Overall, we are pleased with the results of the surveys. They show increases in many areas.

The results for this measure are up from previous
years (overall by 3%) and we have surpassed our
target. This is extremely pleasing as the basis of
our learner oriented philosophy is to provide a
safe, caring and nurturing atmosphere more
conducive to learning. These elements remove
many of the emotional barriers to learning that
students often have. The benefit to keeping the
school small is that students are forced to practice
various social skills, such as problem solving
through talking, because there is no one else to
run away to. Cliques tend not to develop, as well
as extreme bullying, because the students learn
to speak up and to respect and care for one
another, even if in some cases, they don't
particularly like one another.

Comment on results
(an assessment of progress in relation to past performance)

The results of this measure are a real puzzler.
The overall all percentage of the previous year
was 56. Therefore a huge jump occurred and is
consistent with each surveyed group. The two
possible explanations that we can think of are:

1. The survey that the province puts out
consists of a number of questions per
measure. Previously in our own surveys,
we would just use one question, the
measure itself. Therefore, it might be that
because the provincial survey is broken
down more, those completing it better
understand the meaning of the question.

2. The wording of the measure deeply
influenced previous surveys. With the
word “at risk” in the question, there may
have been few students who would
realize what it meant or whether or not it
applied to them. Again, the province
does a better job of asking a number of
guestions to fulfill the measure and
refrains from using such “teacher talk” in
the questions.

3. This past year saw a much more
dedicated group of teachers who worked
intensely with those students
experiencing some difficulties with and at
school. There were some major break-
throughs and some major improvements
in a number of specific students.
Therefore, because these percentages
are so affected by just a few students,
perhaps those few students really made a
difference.

The bottom line is that we are super excited by
these results and we would hope that even
though it is difficult to access external programs

Comment on Results
(an assessment of progress in relation to past performance)

Banbury has a student paced program and as a
result, we have students that often complete
courses outside the one year box. For example,
a student registered in grade nine, could finish
certain grade nine courses the year before or the
year after, depending on their circumstances. We
do not force students to take a test on information
they don’t yet know. Conversely, we do not make
students review a year's worth of information they
learned in the previous year, just to take a test.
As well, as an independent school, we often have
a number of parents who wish for their children to
not participate in these exams for various
personal reasons and we feel we need to respect
that. As a result, it appears that we do poorly on
this measure, because students who are
registered in that grade and who do not write the
exams for all these various reasons are
considered a 0 in Alberta Education’s
calculations. We continue to encourage all
applicable students to participate in the
Achievement Test program, but we don't force
them.

For students who did write the achievement tests
in the 08/09 year (mostly grade 9) the overall
results, based on very small numbers, are:

89% Acceptable Standard

44% Standard of Excellence

The percentage for the Acceptable Standard beats
our target, just slightly, however, the percentage of
Standard of Excellence surpasses our target
significantly by three times.

(an assessment of progress in relation to past performance)

The overall results for the diploma exams are
satisfactory to us as they come close to or
surpass our targets. For some of these students,
the 30-1 courses are extremely challenging and
without the kind of attention and customized
teaching that occurs at Banbury, they would likely
not be able to even register in these courses,
never mind complete them and pass the diploma.
Again, given the number of students who come to
us as “at risk”, these results are worth celebrating.

This past year, our school council was primarily involved in implementing some of the new marketing strategies
we are attempting, including organizing our speaker event with Alfie Kohn. Their involvement in the AERR
was limited to reporting on those two areas.
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Future Challenges

Enroliment

We continue to struggle with low enrollment and it is our number one challenge. To address
this problem, we have identified a number of target markets and are focusing much of our
advertising efforts towards that target. As well, we have begun to host a few events within the
year that can and do result in a bit of free media exposure. Both of these endeavors are
handled by parent volunteers. We also discuss regularly with staff about the value of customer
service so that we can work hard at keeping the families we have. We also seem to have more
committed members of staff who are planning to remain employed at Banbury for more than
one year. This seems to be a key positive factor in maintaining existing clientele.

In addition we are rolling out our new initiative on community learning and hoping to develop a
name for ourselves based on this unique opportunity. We know it may take a bit of time to
become established, but we have a number of staff members dedicated to seeing its success.

Finances

Low enrollment causes havoc with our financial situation, in particular our cash flow. As we still
need a little more time to implement new programs, we will be investigating other avenues of
revenue to keep us afloat. We have a number of parents dedicated to assisting us in bringing in
additional funds in the form of donations and grants.

Staffing

Hiring and maintaining committed teachers have been and continue to be a challenge at this
school. Our wages don't allow us to be very competitive in a city that is already experiencing a
teacher shortage and will be seeing that shortage grow worse in the next few years. In addition,
the cost of living here has sky rocketed and many of our teachers have second jobs in order to
survive. We must find alternative ways of showing them our appreciation and providing what
little increase we can to their salaries. An increase in enrollment would allow us to increase
salaries. We also want to continue exercising more of a professional community in the hopes
that our teachers feel more empowered and more involved in the direction the school is going.

Location

Our lease at the CFB Business Park is set to end again this summer. Although an extension is
likely, we know that we will not be able to stay much longer. We are hoping to secure one or
two more years at the current location in order to raise more funds and find a suitable site. So
far, our efforts in both areas have turned up little. The current commercial market for leasing
and/or buying in Calgary is extremely expensive and although the vacancy rate has improved
this past year our financial situation prevents us from even looking. Once again, we are
focusing on improving our finances in order to begin to put money away for an eventual move.

Area of Concern
According to Alberta Educations Accountability Pillar Report on our school, the results from our
achievement tests are an Area of Concern because due to their unique calculations, we appear
to have very low scores. As explained on that measure, Banbury has a student paced program
and as a result, we have students that often complete courses outside of the one year box. For
example, a student registered in grade nine could finish certain grade nine courses the year
before or the year after, depending on their circumstances. We do not force students to take a
test on information they don't yet know. Conversely, we do not make students review a year’s
worth of information they learned in the previous year, just to take a test. As well, as an
independent school, we often have a humber of parents who wish their children to not
participate in these exams for various personal reasons and we feel we need to respect that.
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As a result, it appears that we do poorly on this measure because students who are registered
in that grade and who do not write the exams for all these various reasons are considered a 0 in
Alberta Education’s calculations. We continue to encourage all applicable students to
participate in the Achievement Test program, but we don’t force them.

Our results for students who actually write the exams surpass those of the provincial's averages
and therefore, we do not feel that this is an area of concern. However we will continue to
encourage all qualified students to participate in the Achievement Test program. As well, one of
our usual practices that we are going to be examining in the next school year, is that we have
usually exempted most of our foreign students from writing these exams due to their limited
English language ability and cultural nuances that would make these exams extremely difficult
for them. We are beginning to think that, if they have been here for at least one entire school
year, if they are void of anxiety issues, and if we utilize some of the new accommodations
available from Alberta Education to write the test, they might actually get through it. They will
unlikely do that well on them, but they may get through it without too much emotional trauma.
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Summary of Financial Results

Revenue for this school year isn’t significantly different from the previous year, although, School
Fundraising and Donations continue to rise out of the necessity of having alternative sources of
funds to pay for classroom activities while enroliment is low. On the expense side however,
salaries and benefits increased as a result of the school wide salary increase. The school ran a
deficit of almost $50,000 for the second year in a row. Although all of our bills are eventually

paid, we continue to dip into funds meant for the next year and obtain loans from the

owner/director of the school in order to do so. This is not a good situation and can only be
rectified with an increase in enroliment.
