BANBURY CROSSROADS SCHOOL
SELECTION AND ENROLMENT PROCEDURES 
Background:  

Admission to Banbury Crossroads School requires a careful matching procedure between the philosophical goals and expectations of the School, and those of the prospective students and their parents.  We aim for a good fit according to all parties.  Provided that such a match is observed by the administration of the School, and agreed upon by the parents and students, the prospective students may be admitted to Banbury Crossroads, regardless of academic achievement, religion, race or economic status.  Should the School be uncertain about the suitability for enrolment, that student may be conditionally admitted for the opportunity to assess long term viability.  This period of probation will be adjusted to each situation, but is usually of no more than one month in duration.  If, after the probationary period, the student is deemed unsuitable for our school, tuition fees for the period attended will not be refunded; however, further tuition will not be required.
When a student is registered each year, it is assumed that the parents intend their child to remain at the School for the whole school term.  Moreover, for the administration to budget staffing needs and to secure staff salaries, the parents’ financial commitment is for the current school term in its entirety.  Special considerations deviating from this must be discussed beforehand with the School administration.  Part of the basis for this expectation is the desire to obtain, if possible, long-term commitments from parents.  The benefits for children attending the School for a number of years are considerable, as they have time to grow in their organizational skills, and to develop academically at their own individual pace, without worrying unduly and prematurely about their grade placement.  Over time, slow periods of academic work can be compensated for by periods of intense, catch-up work, which assists students in equalizing their grade levels in the various subjects before leaving this institution.  In addition, long-term enrolment allows the children to establish close-knit ties with their peers and staff, and eliminates the pressure of constant changes in their environment.  Parents, too, may have a more constructive effect on the school environment, and a larger vested interest in problem-solving and helping the School to grow toward excellence, when they have committed themselves to longer-term enrolment of their children.  
To provide for Special Education needs, if undue stress upon staff or economic budgets would be imposed, parents may be required to organize and/or provide the costs of extra staffing, psychological assessments or specialized instructional materials.  

Procedures:

1. Arrange an appointment to visit Banbury Crossroads School to tour the premises and to discuss philosophical and practical issues with the Principal and/or relevant staff members.  A video presentation, a brochure and further reading material are available to provide more information.  This is an opportunity to mention pertinent educational, social, emotional and physical details regarding your child that would affect his/her suitability for this program.  
2. When possible, arrange for your child/ren to try out the School for a few days, to clarify your decision-making, and to allow School personnel to observe your child in this environment.

3. Following acceptance of the prospective student by the School administration, submit the Registration Form, the pre-enrolment Parent Questionnaire, and all relevant documents.

4. At the time of registration, complete the admissions process by submitting the required Registration Fee, and current or post-dated Tuition cheques, and other fees.
